MP tops in crimes against Dalits

NEW DELHI: Madhya Pradesh had
the highest crime rate against
people belonging to Scheduled
Caste (SC) groups in 2021, the lat-
est year for which National Crime
Record Bureau (NCRB) data is
available. The state also had the
highest crime rate against SCs in
2020, and was ranked second
(behind Rajasthan) in 2019, the
data shows. These numbers sug-

gest that anecdotal accounts of

repeated atrocities against Dalits
in Madhya Pradesh reflecta pat-
tern rather than an aberration.

However, the rate at which
charge sheets were filed was
higher in Madhya Pradesh thanin
most Indian states, suggesting
that while the state police may
have been unable to prevent such
crimes, it at least pursued them in
court more effectively than most
other states.

Crime rate (against SCs) is the
number of crimes per 100,000
(SC) population. To be sure, NCRB
reports still use the 2011 Census
population numbers - the 2021
Census has been delayed indefi-
nitely by the government - to cal-
culate the crime rate for later
years, which means that the
crime rate calculations might
have changed.

Crime rates are a better way to
make interstate comparisons
because they adjust for an
upward/downward bias in abso-
lute number of crimes due to
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The crimes include all crimes/
atrocities committed against SCs
and not just those which wasfiled

under the Prevention of Atrocities
against SC/ST Act. To be sure, the
number does not vary a lot. For
example, in 2021 there were
50,900 incidents of crime against

60.0

SCs in the country. This number
was 7,214 for Madhya Pradesh.
The number of cases where the
Prevention of Atrocities against
SC/ST act was invoked was 45,610

at the all-India level and 7,211 for
Madhya Pradesh.

Madhya Pradesh had a crime
rate of 63.6 against SCs in 2021
against the national average of
25.3. These numbers were 60.8
and 46.7 for Madhya Pradesh in
2020 and 2019. The all-India
crime rate against SCs was 25in
2020 and 22.8 in 2019. Rajasthan
was ranked second in terms of
crime ratein 2021 and 2020 and it
was ranked first in 2019,

Data on crime rate against
Scheduled Tribes (STs) shows that
Kerala topped the listin all three
years between 2019 and 202l.
Rajasthan was ranked second in
all three years and Madhya Pra-
desh was ranked fifth in 2019,
fourth in 2020 and third in 2021.

NCRB reports also give infor-
mation on police action or lack
of it against such crimes. When
it comes to charge-sheet rates - it
is defined as the share of cases in
which charge sheets have been
filed in total cases disposed of by
the police - related to crimes
against SCs, Madhya Pradesh
seems to be performing better as
per 2021 data, when it was
ranked second only after Sikkim.
Rajasthan, whose crime rates
against SCs is close to Madhya
Pradesh’s levels, showed a poor
charge-sheet rate in 2021. Assam
had the lowest charge-sheet rate
in crimes against SCs in 2021.
Madhya Pradesh performed well
even when it came to filing
charge sheets in crimes against
STs. (See charts)

20 killed in six accidents across

LUCKNOW: At least 20 people,
including children, were killed in
six separate road accidents across
Uttar Pradesh in a span of 24
hours, police said on Monday.

In the first incident, two cars
rammed into each other on the
Yamuna Expressway at around
5.30am, killing a 40-vear-old man,
said Pankaj Mishra, in-charge of

Tappal police station in Aligarh.
As locals rushed to help the vic-
tims, a double-decker bus
rammed into the two damaged
vehicles, killing three people
involved inrescue work.

Aligarh SSP Kalanidhi Nait-
hani confirmed the three deaths
and said the deceased were resi-
dents of Mathura.

The second accident took place
near Gonda area of Aligarh when

five Army aspirants jogging on a

footpath were hit by a vehicle.
While three of them died on the
spot, the remaining two sustained
severe injuries and are undergo-
ing treatment at Jawaharlal
Nehru Medical College Hospital.

In Etah, four members of a
family, along with their driver,
died after the vehicle they were
travelling in fell into Kali Nadi
canal on Monday morning. The
victims were all residents of Kas-
ganj. The car was later fished out

of the canal, said police officials
aware of the details.

In another incident, in Bara-
banki, two people were killed and
18 injured after a roadways bus
collided head-on with a truck
coming from the opposite side on
Lucknow-Ayodhya highway. Bar-
abanki ASP Akhilesh Narain
Singh said one side of the highway
was blocked as a portion of the
road had caved in due to rainfall.

In Sitapur, three people were

killed after they were mowed
down by a mini-truck. The truck
driverallegedly lost control of the
vehicle, which subsequently
rammed into passersby in front of
Sitapur bus station on Sunday
night, said circle officer (city)
Susheel Kumar. The driver, who
wasallegedly in an inebriated con-
dition, was taken into custody.
In Rampur, three teenagers
were killed after their scooter

rammed into a divider, said police.

Central forces to

stay in Bengal for
10 more days: HC

KOLKATA: With more allegations
of post-poll clashes pouring in
from some pockets of West Ben-
court on
Monday allowed central forces
to stay in violence-hit areas in
the eastern state for another 10
days, leaving it to the Centre to
withdraw them in phases during
this period.

The court was told by the Cen-
tre that 821 companies were
deployed in the state during the
polls on the orders of the high
court, and that atleast 136 com-
panies of these have been with-
drawn in phases since polling
ended on July 8 and results were
announced on July 11.

The ruling Trinamool Con-
gress (TMC) secured 51.5% of the
votes polled in three-tier pancha-
yat elections in the state. The BJP
won 23% of the vote share.

“Wherever, in the opinion of
the state government and the
state election commission, dis-
turbance is still going on, such
areas shall be identified so that
the remaining central forces can
be deployed in the places and be
allowed to continue for a period
of 10 days. It is well open to the
Centre to withdraw the forces in
a phased manner,” said a divi-
sion bench presided over by the
chief justice of the Calcutta high
court TS Sivagnanam.

The Bharatiya Janata Party
(BJP) and the Congress moved
the Calcutta high court seeking
central forces after clashes broke
outin the state following the poll
panel’s announcement of poll
dates. The Calcutta high court
had initially directed the SEC to
deploy central forces in sensitive
districts. Two days later, the high
court directed that central forces
be deployed in all districts. The
state government and the SEC
moved the apex court. The apex
court on Tuesday upheld the
order of the Calcutta high court.

Later the Calcutta high court
directed the state poll panel to
seek more than 82,000 central
force personnel. At least 821
companies of central forces were
sent to the state for the polls.
Allegations however surfaced
that the SEC didn't cooperate
when it came to their deploy-
ment. At least 18 people were
killed on the poll day.

While some opposition par-
ties, led by the BJP, have alleged
that at least 55 people were
killed in poll-related violence
since elections were announced
last month, West Bengal chief
minister Mamata Banerjee
recently said that the death toll
was 29. A series of petitions
were filed in various benches of
the Calcutta high court over poll
violence, rigging of polls, deploy-
ment of central forces, and
repolls in 696 booths.

The Calcutta high court on
Monday directed the police to
escort people who have been
allegedly driven out of the
houses so that they can return
home.

“Itis a high court order. The
central has already started to
withdraw some companies,”
said Jay Prakash Majumdar,
state vice president of TMC said.

“So much violence wouldn't
have taken place had central for-
ces been deployed soon after
elections were declared,” said
Samik Bhattacharva, BJP
spokesperson.

SCREJECTS BENGAL
PLEA AGAINST NIA
PROBE INTO RAM
NAVAMI VIOLENCE

NEWDELHI: The Supreme Court
on Monday dismissed a plea
filed by the West Bengal govern-
ment challenging National
Investigation Agency (NIA)
probe into six instances of arson
and violence during the Ram
Navami procession in March
and April this year in West Ben-
gal.

While upholding the Calcutta
court’s April 27 order which
paved the way for NIA to take
over the probe, a bench headed
by Chief Justice of India (CJI)
Dhananjaya Y Chandrachud
observed that the state had not
challenged a subsequent notifi-
cation issued by the Centre on
May 8 handing over the probe to
NIA.

Under the NIA Act of 2008,
the Centre can direct NIA to
probe a scheduled offence for
which it does not require a
report from the respective state
government. With the state fail-
ingto challenge the May 8 order
separately, the bench, also com-
prising justices JB Pardiwala and
Manoj Misra said, “In the
absence of challenge to the valid-
ity of notification (of May 8), we
are not inclined to entertain the
special leave petition filed by the
state government.”

As some of the FIRs filed in
West Bengal contained provi-
sions under Explosive Substan-
ces Act, which is a scheduled
offence under NIA Act, the Court
found Centre's jurisdiction to
probe the cases to be not “extra-
neous .

The state represented by sen-
ior advocates Abhishek Manu
Singhvi and Gopal Shankarnar-
aynan submitted that the six first
information reports (FIR) were
unrelated and took place at four
different locations on different
dates between March 30 and
April 3. The state submitted that
the high court erred by painting
all cases with the same brush
when only in two out of the 6
FIRs, the provisions of Explosive
Substances Act was attracted
due to allegations of use of
bombs.
